Arrange for a doctor to come and confirm  

the death. They will complete Form 4. 

Arrange for a different doctor to confirm  

the death. They will complete Form 5. 

Make funeral arrangements. Complete Form 1, 

booking & requirements form, disposal form &  

submit all papers to Worthing Crematorium 

Pay for the funeral 

Medical referee checks Forms 4 and 5.  

Issues Form 10 

Cremation takes place  

Unexpected Death 

Contact the emergency services 

Case referred to Coroner’s Office for 

Post Mortem 

Further investigation 

required 

Form 6 issued. Registrar informed
